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DIRECTIONS TO THE MCGEE RESIDENCE 
 

From Cobb Pkwy (US41) just north  of the Chattahoochee, go west on Paces Mill Rd 
From Atlanta Rd, go east on Paces Ferry Rd SW 
From I-285 Exit 18, go east on Paces Ferry Rd SW 
  
Turn south on New Paces Ferry Rd SW in ñdowntown Viningsò east of the railroad track. 
  
If you come up Paces Mill, you will pass the Methodist church and the Paces Pavilion/Vinings Inn 
buildings. You will come to a traffic light. Go straight through  and you are now on Paces Ferry. At 
the second traffic light, turn left and you will be on New Paces Ferry. If you reach the railroad 
tracks, you have gone too far. 
  
If you come from Atlanta Rd or I-285, once on Paces Ferry ï at the bottom of the hill you will pass 
a QuikTrip, cross over the railroad tracks, and turn right at the first traffic light and you will be on 
New Paces Ferry. Once on New Paces Ferry, it is level for a short distance and then goes downhill 
to a sharp left curve. As you start downhill, look straight out your windshield ï Rickôs house is    
directly in front of you.  After the curve, Tanglewood Dr is the first right. The driveway is just to 
the right in the bend of the sharp curve and comes in on the back of the house. 
  
Tanglewood runs south from New Paces Ferry Rd SW -  Rickôs house is at the intersection of the 
two. You may park on either Tanglewood or New Paces Ferry, but be careful not to block the drive-
ways adjacent to Rickôs driveway. 
  
Parking will be limited, and if you park in the Jubilee shopping center diagonally across from the 
house (in the bend of the curve), stay to the outer edges. Do not park in the parking lot where  
Guaco Joeôs/Mellow Mushroom are ï their lot is very limited, and could cause towing issues. You 
can come to the front or back doors ï whichever is easiest. 
  
There are two steps at the front, and no steps at the back.
